CONSTR.UCTION (allow 1/4" seam allowance on pattern) 

1. Cu1: a cardboard circle the eize of the #1 piece. 

2. Draw, on any color flannel, one circle the eize of tlut #1 piece and one circle1/S" lar~r­
than the #1 pWc:. (to allow for padding). 

~. Embroider in black u6U5Y 6EE G.UIL TER5" and the bee. In a color to coordinate with 
the calico petale, etrtln-oi.der your name. 

-+. Cut out 12 petale from any calico fabric(e) and eew to~ther makin9 6 eeparate 
petale (#2 piece). 

5. 'Nrap emaller flannel circle around cardboard circle and glue~· 

6. Two methode can 11e ueed to finieh: 

• Glue petale around~ of cardboard, then place emaD amount of batt~ on top 
of cardboard. Next, fold under edgee of larger circle and glue eo that the petale 
are "eandwiclwd" between top and bottom. 

• Sew petale to r~ ei.de of etrtln-oi.derad piece, plAice a email amount of batti~ on 
cardboard, and then glue to flannel~wrapped cardboard. ~ui:ler to tuck under 
eeam before ~luin9. 

1. Poeition large e.f.ty pin on the 11ack and hold in place by gluing a email piece of fabric: 
ovllt' clotNd eide on pin. 

Some Busy Bee's have used needlepoint plastic instead of cardboard and 
then fabric of their choice.
